VERY IMPORTANT!  You must read this!!!

We want Lake Spokane Community Church to be a SAFE place for all kids.  

Sometimes in churches, kids have gotten hurt by someone and no one else was around to see it.

The kid reports what happens, but the adult denies it, and it turns into a big mess!

So, anyone who works with kids needs to know the following to make sure 

everybody involved is kept safe!

· Don’t be in a room alone with just one other kid with the doors shut
· If escorting kids to the large restroom, just stand in the hallway door and watch to make sure kids wash their hands, don’t go in and shut the door behind you. 
· When helping a toddler use the restroom, let the child do as much as they can by themselves.

· Do not release a child into the custody of a stranger.

· Limit affection.  Use just brief side hugs or a pat on the back. (it’s ok to hold babies)
· Never serve food to a child without first asking an adult.  The child might have allergies you don’t know about and eating food like peanut butter could make them sick.

· Always wash your hands before preparing or serving food to other kids.
